Are you looking for a strong female
character driven movie? Look no
further. Wonder woman is your
pick. Released in the year 2017
‘Wonder Woman' directed by
Patty Jenkins (surprisingly a
*wonder woman) starring the
charming actress Gal Gadot
(obviously another *wonder
woman) in the lead role, the movie
turned out to be the biggest
highest grossing flick of DC
cinematic Universe in the year
2018.

Written by Allan Heinberg, with a
story also by Zack Snyder and
Jason Fuchs, the film is set in the
period of World War |, and it takes
us back to the beginning of
Diana's (Gal Gadot) story, showing
her growing up on the island of
Themyscira, an all-female paradise
that'shome to the Amazons. Diana
enjoys the loving protection of the
Amazons of Themyscira, a
secluded island paradise created
by the gods of Olympus.

Diana
leaves behind the only life she's
ever known, heading to late 1910s
London to stop the war she
believes is influenced by the god
Ares.

Generally, superhero movies have
male protagonists who develop
special powers through one
means or another, then are forced
to use them to take on some
enemy in a display of might. On
the other hand Diana acts out of a
sense of moral responsibility. She
sees the potential for death and
destruction to innocent people,
and realizes that her unique
powers put her in a position to be
able to prevent that. She feels the
weight of knowing lives can be
saved through the application of
skills she has spent her whole life
developing. The beautiful
message of Wonder Woman is that
attributes commonly associated
with women - compassion,
empathy, and protectiveness - are
the most awesome superpowers
ofall.

The cinematography was
incredible, showing off the
talented cast who had clearly
trained hard for these moments.
Wonder Woman was enriched with
breathtaking special effects, and
the fight scenes even featured the
original Wonder Woman theme
song. The single female figure
created scenes that rivaled all
superhero films and evens stood
out against groups like The
Avengers.
What makes Wonder Woman
special is that it embodies a
feminist empowerment that's
embraced rather than preached.
